The Center has achieved LEED O+M Gold certification̶the first for an existing MICE facility in Japan̶demonstrating excellence in 
energy efficiency, resource management, and sustainable operations. It also promotes environmental initiatives such as renewable energy 
use and solar power adoption. In addition, the facility holds GBAC STAR™ certification, ensuring globally recognized standards in 
hygiene, cleaning, and risk management, and providing a safe and reliable environment for all events.
